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Abstract

Traditional game analytics have focused almost exclusively on averages and totals.  Yet the average scores, total play time, or total spend within a game does little to characterize the diversity of gamers' behavior.   This talk is about the ways in which some often forgotten elementary statistics can be used to gain deeper insight into gamers and the diversity of their play habits.
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
